This is the fifth Newsletter of 2004. These Newsletters are designed to keep all the IT’s/I’s up to date with changes and in contact with the MACE.    

Late breaking news:  Training Command has authorized the MACE to conduct four MAIT courses a year starting in February of 2005.  Here are the dates, spread the word:

01-’05

28 February-15 April

02-’05

9 May-24 June

03-’05

11 July-26 August

04-’05

12 September-28 October

With the MACE conducting four MAIT courses a year, commands throughout the entire Marine Corps will have more opportunities to send Marines to one of the four classes.  Each class will be comprised of up to 40 Marines.  Each class will still be seven weeks long.  More details to follow.

The MACE is conducting an off-site 21-24 June to finish up all the prerequisites to the advance black belt syllabus.  Please be patient, we’re almost there.  That said, the MACE is still holding off advancing all IT’s until the black belt syllabus/criteria is finalized.  Projected completion date still remains 1 August.  

During the offsite the MACE will also finalize all the CCRB changes and hopefully will have the changes to the operating forces by 1 October.  If you were responsible for adding or deleting a technique identified at the CCRB and haven’t sent the MACE the work, please do so now, or it won’t be implemented . . .time is clicking.  The MACE plans to finish up all paperwork on changes by the third week of July.  The fourth week will be spent filming the CD that will capture all changes.  Once again, shooting for a 1 October implementation date.

Finally, if your command plans to conduct a MAI, please send us the dates so we can get the word out to all Marines in the area.  Thank you in advance.
