The range OIC gives a brief to the participants on the conduct of the range and the RSO gives a safety brief. (10 minutes) The group then receives a brief on the different munitions what will be demonstrated, then the munitions are demonstrated in accordance with the ORA guidance. (5 minutes) Following the demo, the group of participants is broken down in to relays behind the target points (1-6) and the position safety officers brief the first relay on the function of the M-16A2. (2 minutes) Each relay will fire 40 rounds into the targets in a time limit of 5 minutes. Then the position safety officers will certify a condition 4 weapon. The next relay will move up to the firing point and the sequence will repeat until all participants have shot. (8 minutes per relay) Once all relays have been shot, the AIB Marines will assist a guest in demonstrating the M240G and M249 machine guns.
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
