WARRIOR DAY SPONSOR INFORMATION


1. Accompany your guest throughout Warrior Day events.

2. Provide (1) MRE per guest for noon meal.

3. Provide your guests either a camelback or canteens on the FLC. If you have more than two guests and need additional canteens and a cartridge belt, you will be able to draw them from the Student Company GySgt late on the 10 July 2003.

4. Assist your guests as needed throughout the event.

5. Participants should wear durable clothing (jeans, cammies, etc.), and footwear (hiking boots, high top sneakers, etc.) Having a long sleeve t-shirt to wear during the live fire event is recommended.

6. Guests must sign a "Release and Waiver of Liability" in order to participate. Anyone participating under the age of 18 must have the signature of a legal guardian. Ensure this happens.

7.  For live fire events and the AAV ride, guests will be required to wear flak jacket and helmet to participate. These will be staged at R-3A and onboard the AAVs.

8.  Transportation between events is available for guests who need assistance.  Coordinate with the Company GySgt.

9. Guests are encouraged to participate at their own pace.  However, sponsors must keep aware of the schedule and ensure their guests are following the timeline.

10. The age limit for R-3A live fire is 18 years old.

11. If a guest is pregnant, they will not be allowed on the AAV ride.
