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Introduction: The dramatic changes in the geo-political environment resulting from the collapse of the Soviet Union has changed the requirements for our national military strategy.   We have seen many areas of the world  move toward chaos and disorder requiring the use of military force to protect national interests.  Naval expeditionary forces will play a significant role in  deterrence and response to crisis.  The forward deployed MEU(SOC) as a member of the Navy-Marine Team  will play an ever increasing role in the response to rapidly emerging crisis.  The MEU(SOC)'s inherent mission capabilities and high state of readiness make it a versatile force that can conduct a myriad of tasks across the spectrum of conflict.     

As a member of a forward deployed MAGTF, the infantry platoon commander may be required to make decisions in a rapidly changing and uncertain environment that have operational or strategic impact. 

It is essential that the infantry platoon commander understand the role, missions, and capabilities of forward deployed MAGTFs.  

Purpose: The intent of this class is to build upon the BOC amphibious operations package of instruction.  The class will discuss the fundamental capabilities of  MAGTFs, to include deployment and employment methods in support of expeditionary operations.  The student will be introduced to the MEU's  special operations capabilities and missions as well as the MEUs role in  support of  national objectives across the spectrum of conflict.
