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Introduction: The 1983 bombing of the Marine barracks in Beirut, the ambush of Task Force Ranger in Somalia, the Khobar Towers bombing, and the two recent embassy bombings in  Africa highlight the importance of force protection.  Marines will increasingly face undefined and non-uniformed threats while conducting expeditionary operations across the spectrum of conflict. Potential adversaries whether  state sponsored,  non-state groups or individuals will often chose to employ unconventional methods to strike at US forces.  The infantry Platoon commander will find himself operating on a dispersed battle field and MUST take actions to protect his force against conventional and unconventional threats.  A potential  threat could simply be a small group of unarmed protestors or as serious as a fanatical self sacrificing car bomber.  The infantry platoon commander must take his obligation to protect his force seriously and arm  himself with the tools necessary to make his unit a hard target.       

Purpose: The intent of this class is to build upon the students individual anti-terrorism training and education received at the BOC. This class will focus on increasing awareness, and the knowledge required to for an infantry platoon commander to employ proper security measures to protect his force against unconventional threats while deployed and at home.
